The Questions Raised

How are people kept interested and focused on their community rather than on their private interests in 2030?

What will we do for fun?

How can we change the way we raise our children/ young people so that they are prepared to survive and thrive in Tairāwhiti Community?

Will we still have the highest proportion of Te Reo speakers in NZ?

What will our schools be like?

How can the Arts contribute?
What skills will we need to learn for life with less oil and how will we train for them?

How will we feed everyone who lives here?

How will we keep warm in the dead of winter?

What will be the important things to teach the children?

Will our community planning processes be more participatory?

How will we learn the necessary skills to survive?

Making our own stuff:
· call on older generation to share their knowledge and skills through workshops to teach “lost skills”

· use Google to find instructions on DIY

· connect with Tribal cultures that are regrouping to share knowledge

· Depends on speed of change: if things change dramatically fast, then it is more difficult to train up and ease into a new world order

· We need to talk more, share more, connect more

· Build relationships with our neighbours and our community  

There was a lot of discussion on establishing a community bartering systems so that people with more than they need of one thing, can trade it for what they need. 

There is a perception that there will be less leisure time in the future but more group activities around things like cooking, harvesting, working the land, craft work etc.  Good environment to raise kids, pass on skills and knowledge and celebrate life together.

Use of Te Reo: A question on whether or not there would be a move among Māori moving into their local culture?  

Some people think we will be in a world somewhere like a cross between the 1950’s and now.

Education

· need to find ways to influence change in the curriculum and way of teaching to better prepare our children and young people for the future

· we need to empower our schools to teach the curriculum within the local context.  This can be done but schools don’t always know how, are able to do it
· there is some thought that smaller, mixed class schools work better

· we think there should be more practical application of subjects in school

· it was noted that there were a number of great scientific and technological advancements in an age where there was no oil (think Leonardo De Vinci) just coz we don’t have oil, doesn’t mean we will be moving backwards

· a more communal culture was promoted as an option

TRANSITION IS ABOUT COMMUNITY 

Will NZ be the first to lose our oil access?  What will be the impact on the change in the wealth dynamic?  Those who are prepared and have planned ahead will thrive.

Don’t throw the baby out with the bath water.  Learn from the past to make a better future.

Remember it is not our mandate to determine the values for the future community of Tairāwhiti, nor to enforce our ideals on others.  But we can influence our neighbours and those around us – hopefully in a positive way.

Note we are ASSUMING changes for a future that we THINK will happen.  

We lead by example.  Change the man in the mirror then change the world we live in.  Its all about our community, sharing resources, knowledge and skills.
